DAY 02, …………   
Johannesburg – Pretoria – White River

This morning we visit the administrative capital city of South Africa “Pretoria”. Stop at the Voortrekker Monument which explains the pioneering journeys of the first white “boer” farmers of Dutch decend to the interior of the country and their vital contribution to the development of agriculture in South Africa. We also visit Church Square, the historic heart of the city flanked by many buildings of importance to the old “Transvaal Republic” as well as the beautiful gardens at the foot of the Union Buildings.


We then travel estwards over the Highveld through the main coal mining area of the country en route to the subtropical Lowveld and our destination for the day – White River. The surrounding areas are famous for fruit growing such as citrus, avocados, papayas and bananas. 

Also mangoes, macadamia and cashew nuts grow here.

DAY 03, …………    White River – Panorama Route – White River

We start the day with a visit to the world famous viewpoint at the Three Rondavels. This is the northern end of the Blyde River Canyon which rates as the 3. largest in the world. A further visit is at Bourke’s Luck Potholes where river erosion washed deep cylindrical formations out of the rock. This is the confluence of the Blyde and Treur Rivers and a very scenic spot, comprising 2 gorges which can be traversed by passenger footbridges, a beautiful waterfall and stunning rock formations. Some alluvial gold was found here in early days. Another viewpoint en route is God’s Window. An opening at the border of the plateau inmidst a rain forest offering stunning views onto the Lowveld with its forestry plantations – 
                                    weather permitting. In the afternoon we visit Pilgrim’s Rest – an old gold mining
                                    village hidden and surrounded by mountains. 
            Time to stroll through this scenic spot at leisure.

DAY 04, …………   White River – Kruger National Park – Skukuza 
           First Day Safari in the touring vehicle into the Kruger National Park. 
           Breakfast can be taken at the hotel or as breakfast packs. 

           The group decides the evening before. 
           The state owned park was founded in 1898 as Africa’s first Nationalpark. 
           390KM from north to south and average 50KM from east to west, the park covers 
           an area of 1 948 528 hectares. It accommodates more than 300 species of trees, 49
           species of fish, 33 species of amphibians, 114 different kinds of reptiles, 507 
           species of birds and 147 species of mammals. You may come across Africa’s
           “Big Five” - Rhino, Elephant, Buffalo, Lion and Leopard.
           After a long but interesting day arrive at your overnight stop.

The place tells the story of the Anglo-Boer war and also about the 

 industrial past of the town Dundee which lived from coal mining and glass

 production in the past. Talana hill is also the site of an ancient coal mine.

 Later we continue via Ladywmith to the Drakensberg Mountains.

 We arrive at our hotel in time for lunch.

 Later in the afternoon you have time at leisure or join your tour guide for a scenic    

 walk around the area which is part of a World Heritage Site, the “Ukhahlamba”  

 Drakensberg Mountains with summits up to almost 3500 meters above sea level.    

 The Zulu name is “The barrier of spears”.

          We are following the Atlantic Coastal Road south via Champs Bay and along the 
          Twelve Apostle Mountains. Stop at Hout Bay Harbour - boat trip to one of the 
          Cape’s Seal Colonies. Along Chapmans Peak Drive - one of the most spectacular 
          roads on the planet, built by convict labourers and perfectly engineered between
          layers of granite and sandstone. Passing Noordhoek, Kommetjie and Scarborough
          we reach the entrance to the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve covering the 
          southwestern tip of the African Continent. We have a photostop at the Cape of 
          Good Hope before proceeding to Cape Point. Walk up to the old lighthouse or take 
          the funicular. We leave the nationalpark following the False Bay Coastal Road 
          to Boulders – with its famous Penguin Colony. 
          Lunch stop en-route at the famous Black Marlin Restaurant (included).
          In the afternoon we travers Simonstown (SA Navy South Atlantic Base) taking 
          direction of the National Botanical Gardens at Kirstenbosch at the South-Eastern
          slopes of Table Mountain. 
          Guided walk through the magnificient gardens which are home to the National
          Botanical Society of South Africa.

DAY 15, …………   Cape Town / Optional Winelands Tour or Day at Leisure
           Have the whole day at leisure or alternatively take part in an optional

           Tour to the Cape Winelands:

           Visit the Wineregions around Stellenbosch and Franschhoek. First stop is 
           Stellenbosch with its historical towncentre and whitewashed buildings, clearly
           showing the Dutch and English periods of rule in the Cape. We do a Circular tour
           of the town and photostop at the old town common - The Braak. Proceed to one of 
           the important wine cellars in the area – cellar tour and winetasting. A scenic drive 
           takes us over Heelshoogte Pass into the Groot Drakenstein Valley to a typical 

           Cape Dutch Homestead at Boschendal - nestled between granite mountain peaks, 
           beautiful gardens and fruit plantations. Our route leads deeper into the valley to 
           “Franschhoek” with its Huguenot Memorial Monument and Museum. The village
           was founded by the first Huguenots arriving from France in 1688 bringing with 
           them a sound knowledge of viticulture to the Cape. On our way back to Cape 
           Town we stop at a wine and cheese farm to sample their products.
